The Early Years Curriculum

All children attending Nursery and Reception children will access The Early Years Foundation Stage Curriculum. The Early Years

During the school day your child take part in learning opportunities delivered through whole class teaching sessions, small group
tasks, reading sessions and indoor and outdoor learning. To support your child’s progress in the Early Years Curriculum we prioritise
play based learning and adapt our provision to suit the interests and needs of our children.

We record our learning using photographs and pupil voice, we upload galleries onto our school website and through the completion
of floor books.

Joining our Nursery

We are able to offer your child a place once they turn 3 years of age. 30 and 15 hours funding options will begin the term after
your child’s birthday, if your child has turned 3 but does not yet receive childcare funding, paid places are available.

Drop off and collection on FULL days are at the Reception classroom door, HALF days are at the school office.

If for any reason, your child arrives at school late or needs collecting early please enter school at the school office.

The school also runs a breakfast club and an afterschool club at an additional charge.

Snack and Lunch

Snack
A piece of fruit is provided daily for each child.

A piece of toast is also provided at an additional cost £1 per week. This is paid in cash on the first day of the week that your child attends
nursery.

Lunchtimes
If you choose for your child to stay for lunchtime this is charged at £6 per day.

This fee covers a hot meal and staffing costs alternatively you may wish to collect your child for lunch and return them for their afternoon
session. Children can choose the meal option daily.

Menu’s will be shared with you and are available on the school website.
You may prefer to send your child with a healthy lunchbox from home.

Communication
